Returning Officer 
The Returning Officer will be the Student Activities Officer.  Appeals to the Returning Officer’s decisions should be submitted to Rules and Revisions Committee in writing.
Conflict with Active Policy

 If there is any perceived conflict between a nominated Charity and YUSU’s Active Policy, the decision to accept a nomination will lie with the Returning Officer who should be fully informed of the aims, affiliations, activities of the charity concerned, with all arguments represented as far as possible.   Any appeal to this decision should be submitted to Rules and Revisions Committee in line with the usual appeals procedure.
Short listing
The RAG Committee will vote for a shortlist of charities to be put into the ballot.  12 charities will be shortlisted for each category.  Preference will be given to student nominated charities.

· 1 National 

· 1 International

· 1 Runner-up
· YUSU Volunteering will be a RAG Core Charity for the academic year 2010-11

Campaigning
· The Returning Officer should ensure that campaigning is fair.  The Returning Officer’s decision is final.

· The nominated charity can contribute as much as they wish towards campaigning in terms of the charity’s generic resources (non-financial)only.

· The student who nominated the charity may contribute up to £15 of their own money towards the campaign.
· Mass emailing must not be used to campaign

· All printing must be done in Your:Print, except for printing of generic information already printed by the nominated charity.
